Welcome back! We hope that you had a good and restful summer and were able to enjoy some good times with family 

and friends. The Deans would like to inform you about some changes that will be taking place this year. 

 

MEDICAL ABSENCES  ï Any student who is absent due to an extended medical illness or doctorôs appointment must 

return to school with a doctorôs note in hand. These notes are to be taken to the Nurseôs Office prior to attending any 

classes. The nurse will provide the student with an ñAdmitò to class. Since we are constantly working to improve proce-

dures and protect your privacy and information, notes should not be taken to the Attendance Office. The Nurseôs Office 

will record the medical absence per the doctorôs information. If you have any questions, donôt hesitate to contact the 

Nurseôs Office at 847-451-3130 or the Deansô Office at 847-451-3158. 

 

STUDENTS WITH EXTENDED MEDICAL ABSENCES MUST RETURN TO SCHOOL WITH MEDICAL 

PAPERS AND REPORT TO THE NURSEôS OFFICE BEFORE THEY ATTEND ANY CLASSES. 

 

Reporting a daily absence ï All absences are still to be called into the Attendance Office. The West Leyden Attendance 

Office can be reached at 847-451-3100. When the office is closed, a voice mail message stating the parentôs name, stu-

dentôs name and ID number can be left. You have the 24 hour period of the day you are absent to make the call. Any 

calls received after 7:00 a.m. for the day before will be considered truant. These truancies are subject to fines of $50 is-

sued by the Northlake Police Department. This is not new and remains the same as in the past.  

 

DRESS -The beginning of the school year often brings daily temperature changes. Some days will be hot, other days 

will be cooler, and sometimes it will even be cold. We ask that you take the time to talk about appropriate school dress 

with your son or daughter. Wearing low cut, thin strap, short tops or blouses or very short skirts is not appropriate dress 

for school.  While this might be alright for the beach or a night out with friends, it disrupts the educational atmosphere of 

the building. This is also true for clothes with excessive holes that allow underwear to show through, boxer shorts or oth-

er underwear showing out from under jeans. T-shirts and shirts without sleeves are a part of this group also. We ask that 

parents and students pay attention to pictures, design, and wording on shirts also. If it has a reference to drugs, alcohol, 

etc., the shirt should not be worn to school. Students who are inappropriately dressed will be sent to the Deansô Office 

for a dean rental t-shirt or will be required to call parents for a change of clothing.  For the sake of the safety of your 

child and others in the building, please be aware that the color combinations of pink and black, as well as yellow/gold 

and black, may not be worn. Hats may not be worn in the building and must be worn straight forward when on school 

property. As stated in the handbook, other items not necessarily named here may also be deemed inappropriate if it is a 

disruption to the educational process. 

 

ELECTRONICS ï In this day and age almost everyone has a cell phone.  Although we understand the possible need for 

your son or daughter to carry a cell phone, please be aware that phones may not be on, in use, or visible during the 

course of the school day (7:30 a.m. ï 3:00 p.m.).  Those who are in Guided Study or BIC will not be allowed to use 

their phones, etc. until after the end of those sessions.  Students are here to learn, not to talk on the phone or text mes-

sage others while in class. Taking photos with camera phones is strictly prohibited. This is a necessary measure to pro-

tect the integrity of class work, exams, as well as a protection of privacy. In an emergency, if you should urgently need 

to reach your son or daughter, please do not contact their cell phones during the course of the school day. Feel free to 

contact the Deansô Office and we will get a message to them and have them return your call.  

 

The use of other electronics (MP3 players, iPods, CD players, etc.) is also prohibited in the school building during 

school hours, unless authorized for use in a classroom by the classroom teacher. However, before leaving that particular 

classroom, the electronic equipment should be turned off and put away. Use in other areas is strictly prohibited. The cost

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of such equipment is high. Students are encouraged to leave these items at home. Leyden is not responsible for any loss 

or thefts that may occur. We would like the students to be ñconnectedò to the classroom, not their iPods while in class.  

 

Any inappropriate or unauthorized use of cell phones or other electronics will result in consequences from the Deansô 

Office. 

 

GANG ACTIVITY - Last but not least, we often have parents inquiring about how to identify whether or not their sons 

or daughters are involved in gang activity. If you have concerns, we encourage you to make an appointment to meet with 

us so that we can sit down and talk with you.  We are more than willing to work through these and any other situations 

with you.  All parents want their children to be happy, healthy, and successful.  We want the same things for them and 

will do whatever we can to support you and your children. 

 

HOME ACCESS ï We encourage all parents to sign up for HOME ACCESS. This allows parents to get all student in-

formation regarding attendance, grades, and assignments on line. It can be accessed from any computer that is connected 

to the internet. In addition, if we have your e-mail address, you will be notified by e-mail each day that your student is 

absent from school. These e-mails will be automatically sent out at the end of each day.

GUIDED STUDY 
Freshman, sophomore, and reclas-
sified junior students who receive 
a failing grade for the second se-
mester of their core-area subject areas (English, Math-
ematics, Science, or Social Studies) will be assigned a 
supervised study period until the second progress re-
port.   
 
Students will be exempt from this requirement if the 
course is passed in the summer session.   
 
Guided Study is under the supervision of the Guided 
Study Coordinator, as well as four Subject Area Spe-
cialists from the Leyden faculty who serve as advisors 
to students assigned to their quadrant.  These teachers, 
fully versed in the Leyden curriculum, will monitor 
student work and assist in matching students to college 
tutors.  Students who have worked productively with 
no absences, tardies, or disciplinary incident will be 
released from their time commitment on Friday. 
 
Once the year has started, entry and exit from Guided 
Study will be at the second progress report of each se-
mester and at the end of each semester.  Students who 
continue to fail one or more classes will continue the 
assignment until the next exit period.  Guided Study 
will be held daily from 2:35 to 3:25 p.m. for these stu-
dents.

Things You Should Know... 
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STUDENT ACCIDENT INS URANCE  
Leyden High School District 212 provides all students with accident insurance coverage underwritten by 

Markel Insurance Company. The plan covers 100 percent of usual and customary charges for any acci-

dental bodily injury incurred while participating in any school-sponsored and supervised activity, including 

all interscholastic sports activities, as well as travel directly to and from school.  There is no deductible, 

and the medical maximum is $25,000 per accidental injury after a claim has been filed.  All claims must be filed within 

52 weeks from the date of the accident.  This coverage is secondary to other insurance.  
 

You have the option to enroll in a 24-hour student accident insurance plan, which provides coverage after the end of 

the school day until the beginning of the following school day and on weekends and vacations.  These optional plans 

are designed for families who either have no other insurance or who have high deductible major-medical insurance. 
 

There is also an optional 24-hour dental accident insurance plan, which can be purchased separately or in addition to 

other coverages.

MILITARY RECRUITERSõ REQUEST FOR STUDENT DIRECTORY INFORMATION 

The Leyden High Schools are periodically asked by military recruiters to supply student directory 
information.  It has been a long-standing Board policy to not supply such information.  However, the 
provisions of the ñNo Child Left Behind Actò require all school districts receiving Title I funding to 
release secondary school student names, addresses, and phone numbers to military recruiters.  

 

Since Leyden High School District 212 receives Title I funding, we will comply with requests for student directory 
information made by the Army, Navy, Air Force, Marines, and Coast Guard.  Please know that the law also provides 
the option for secondary school students or their parents to request that their student directory information not be re-
leased by the school district to recruiters of the military services.  
 

Therefore, if you would like to have your name removed from the student directory for the purpose of military recruit-
ment, please notify Ms. Marijana Uremovic, Guidance Counselor, in writing no later than Friday, September 9, 2011.

Leyden High School District 212 has a computerized debit system that allows parents to 

prepay for school food services.  This system eliminates the need for students to bring 

money every day for breakfast and lunch.  Please take a moment to review the following 

information. 

 

How does the prepay system work?  Parents can prepay up to $90, which will be in an 

account to be drawn upon by the students.  After you deposit money in your studentôs 

account, he/she will be able to slide his/her student ID card through the register in order 

to pay for his/her breakfast and/or lunch services.  It is convenient, and students do not 

need to bring cash for their meals.  If an ID card is lost, the student must notify the Food 

Service Department and the Deansô Office immediately.  Students eligible for free or reduced-price meals will also use 

their student ID card for school meal services. 

 

What happens when a prepaid account runs out of money?  The food service cashier will let the student know when 

the account drops below $5.  Students with a zero balance must pay cash until their account has been replenished.  At 

that time, students should bring a check or cash to the cashier in the student cafeteria to replenish his/her account.  No 

credit will be extended. 

 

What is a school breakfast/lunch?  A breakfast costs $1.25.  It includes an entrée (donut, muffin, bagel, etc.) and a juice 

or milk.  A lunch costs $2.00.  It includes one entrée, a vegetable, a fruit, bread, and milk.  A la Carte items are also 

available to students at a minimal cost. 

 

How to establish a prepaid account?  An account may be established four ways:
