
 

SUMMER SCHOOL RULES & REGULATIONS 

Student Attendance 
 
Please be advised that the summer school attendance policy is both stringent and unforgiving.  A 
student is either absent or present.  There are no allowances made for student absences no 
matter how compelling the reason. 
 
Students are expected to be in class on time.  A “Tardy” is defined as arrival to class 
between 7:31 am and 8:30 am.  Three tardies equals one absence.  Arrival after 8:30 am is 
considered an absence.  There are no allowances made for student tardies no matter how 
compelling the reason. 
 
Students are expected to be in school every day.  Any combination of absences and/or 
tardies that exceeds 2 (two) days will result in the student being dropped from 
summer school with NO REFUND. 

Student Discipline 
 
All school rules and regulations apply during summer school.  However, there are no detentions, 
BIC’s, or suspensions.  Students committing minor offenses (Level I or II as defined by the Code of 
Conduct) will be warned once.  Students will be removed from the summer school program 
with NO REFUND for ANY further violation(s). 
 
Students who commit ANY serious offenses (Level III or IV as defined by the Code of 
Conduct) will be removed from summer school on the first offense and will receive NO 
REFUND.

Once enrolled there are NO REFUNDS.
